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Bell to Bell Instruction

One of the most significant ways we can impact student learning is by consistently providing instruction from bell to bell.  The first bell of the day is at 8:25 and this is when your child’s teacher begins instruction.  If a student is not in their seat and ready to learn, they are missing out on critical instruction time.  Likewise, if a child is removed from class before the final bell (2:40PM Monday – Thursday and 12:44 PM on minimum days) he or she is again missing out.

Mojave Vista teachers and staff are committed to ensuring that every child enjoys the benefit of a complete educational experience.  We go to great lengths to see that students are in their classrooms learning every possible moment of their instructional day.

We are asking for your help by bringing your child to school early enough to be in their seat by 8:25 and scheduling appointments for him/her for after the school day ends. 

Along with having your child in seat from bell to bell, it is just as important that we minimize interruptions in instruction.  If you need to communicate something to your child during the school day, the office staff will write a message that will be delivered near the end of the school day.  Please make every effort to be sure your child has everything he/she needs for the day, including lunch money, homework, a jacket if the weather may turn cold.  If lunch money is forgotten, you may bring it and it will be given to the cashier for your child to pick up at lunch.  If you bring homework, it will be placed in the teacher’s mailbox to be picked up during the teacher’s break.  If you child needs a jacket we will ask that you deliver it to your child’s classroom.

Together we will realize our goal and enjoy the benefits of bell to bell instruction.  Please work with us to be sure that all students receive uninterrupted instruction for the entire school day.
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
